OASIS III: First Monitoring Report June 2004

 

Background
 

The OASIS Online Data Collection Form went live on April 1st 2004, following the completion of nine Training Days across the English Heritage regions. By this time all those units and HERs invited to training but who couldn’t attend had also been mailed with Training Manuals.

 

Uptake
 

Initial uptake of the form has been encouraging, with some 25 HERs and around 40 units registering in the first three months. 179 forms existed on the system by the end of June. 

 

Training
 

Following release of the form there have been requests for training from MoLAS, and Durham HER, on behalf of units working within its area. In addition, a final communal Training Day has been arranged at Cranfield University on 21st October. 

 

Next steps
 

Import scripts will be developed for HBSMR users (through Exgesis) and non-HBSMR users (via the FISH Toolkit). It is hoped this work will be largely completed by the Autumn.
